Creating a “Landing Page” for a Folder
A folder typically only has more stuff in it – pictures, more folders, pages. And when you click on a folder – the default view shows you just that – the contents of the folder.

Most often, you want to display some great content, rather than just a list. Here’s how to do that:

1. Create the folder

2. Create a page in the folder of the same name. Put all of your great content in that page and save it

3. Go Back to the folder – when you click on that folder, you’ll see the contents – which will include your brand new page

4. From the Display tab, select “select content item as default view:
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It will give you a list of all of the items in that folder. Select the new page you’ve created (or any other page, for that matter), and that content will show up as a “landing page” for the folder.
